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“fictional madness.” Generally, mad or crazy patients are not accidental with any of
the featured writers. The portrayal of this type of character, albeit in a positive light,
probably begins with Shakespeare. This is especially evident in the case of King Lear.
The author shows that madness is not condemnable, not reprehensible, not punish-
able but human, and in general such characters perceive the world much better than
an individual chained by “normality”. Such influences are Henry Melville, William
Faulkner, John Steinbeck, and Ken Kesey. In general, for the characters in their nov-
els, madness is the only way to escape from reality. So does Bromden. Therefore, the
face of this character as a narrator and one of the main symbolic associations play an
insignificant role in conveying the main message of the work.
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ROMAN SUTA - THE MEMBER OF ORGANIZATION
“TETRI GIORGI” AND A FRIEND OF CHABUA AMIREJIBI

The late period of life and activity of the famous Latvian painter, designer and
teacher Roman Suta (1896-1944) is connected with Georgia. The presented article
tells about Roman Suta’s Tbilisi period and his nearest Georgian surrounding.

In the summer of 1941, Roman Suta came to Tbilisi. He started working in a
Georgian movie studio as a painter. He has worked on movies: “In Black Mountains”
(1941, Producer Nikolai Shengelaia), “Giorgi Saakadze” (1942, Producer Mikheil
Chiaureli),” Jurchai’s shield” (1944, Producers: Siko Dolidze and David Rondeli).

Roman Suta’s successful career stopped unexpectedly because of his arrest on
September 4, 1943. He was charged with being “Enemy of people” and in “Falsifica-
tion of the bread talons”. He was tried and sentenced to be shot on July 14 of 1944.
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In 1959 Roman Suta was partly rehabilitated because USSR supreme court’s
collegium exculpated Roman Suta’s charge of “Enemy of people”, but “Falsification
of the bread’s cards” still stayed in effect.

The article shows the real reasons for the accusations against Roman Suta.

The information of his acquaintances kept in the archives of the Ministry of
Internal Affairs of Georgia prove, that Roman Suta was a member of the Georgian
antisoviet organization “Tetri Giorgi” (“White Giorgi”) and friend of Mzechabuk
(Chabua) Amirejibi (1921-2013) — the famous Georgian writer and public worker.

The leader of this organization was Levan (Mustafa) Shelia (1921-1943), the
members: Mzechabuk (Chabua) Amirejibi, Levan Abdushelishvili (1906-1944),
Shalva Svanidze (1908-1944), Maria Nakashidze-Amirejibi (1893-1972), Pavle and
Archil Kharanauli, Giorgi Machavariani, Vakhtang Jorjadze, Archil and Giorgi Tsu-
lukidze, Amiran Morchiladze, Vilhelm Siller, Eleonora (Nora) Pfefer, Giorgi Ishkh-
neli, Mikheil Gotsiridze and others.

The aim of the above organization was to use the German-USSR war and mean-
while restore Georgia’s state independence.
